Marseill W. "Bill" Gunnyon (91) of Wapato died on Saturday April 26, 2014 in
Wapato. He was born in Toppenish on May 13, 1922 to Edward W. and Grace
(Broyles) Gunnyon. Bill was raised and educated in Toppenish and fished the
Celilo and Spearfish areas of the Columbia River as a young man. He joined
the Navy and served during WWII. He learned the trade of painting and was a
painter in Portland and Seattle. Bill also owned and operated a body & fender
shop in Toppenish in the 1970's and 80's. Mr. Gunnyon was an enrolled
member of the Yakama Nation and fished the Columbia River all of his life and
lived near the John Day Dam. He scaffold fished until the age of 88. He is
survived by three sons, Ronald, Rick and Gary Gunnyon all of Georgia; one
daughter, Debbie of Kent; a brother, Eddie Gunnyon of Umatilla, OR; and two
sisters, Betty Lou Gellos of Lake Oswego, OR and Shirley Thomas of
Toppenish. He was preceded in death by a daughter, Sheila and a sister,
Patricia. Visitation will be on Friday May 2, 2014 from 11-12:30PM at Colonial
